1 Face Coverings are mandatory when entering and exiting the church and

The Church doors are closed at one minute before Mass — the Church cannot be

entered once Mass begins;

Communion will be brought to you; Holy Communion is to be received in the hand;

I Those with under lying health issues are advised to remain at home;

i Toilet facilities are not available;

I Holidaymakers returning from other countries should not attend mass for two
weeks.

I Funeral Services and Wedding Ceremonies continue to be restricted to 25 persons

9 Baptisms are restricted to 10 persons (including baby)
